  KHMER WOMEN’S VOICE CENTRE (KWVC)    For the UN-sponsored 1993 National 
Election, a Women's Committee for Non-Violence and Election taught voting rights and 
procedures. KWVC grew from that initiative to promote women’s security and economic, 
social, political and cultural opportunity; also youth anti-drug and general family issues. 
 

Vision: KWVC works for equality of women and men.  Goals: to eliminate discrimination 
against women and involve them in education, society, culture, policy, and peace activity; 
also for society to recognize women’s invaluable contributions.  Mission: Public education, 
promotion, services and programs to improve opportunity and rights for women. 
 

KWVC projects include Gender and Anti-Drug shows, media and research campaigns - and with CSG, Success In Life - co-sponsoring 
poor students for advanced schooling.  Early sponsorship results are terrific!  The first five students (four female, one male) have 
leapt ahead in their studies and lives.  All but one are earning income already as teachers – this despite very high unemployment in 
Cambodia’s. They are helping their families and contributing to their KWVC living costs; soon they all will have Degrees or Diplomas. 

  Than Soklim was the first to be sponsored through  
  KWVC-CSG. She is a top student at the wonderful   
  BELTEI Institute, and has begun teaching English    
  and basic computer skills to children at Seametry 
  International School. Soklim will finish her Bachelor   
  Degree in English next July. She plans to teach as  
  a career, and to focus on helping children.  “Salary
